HFC volunteers, have been working hard
to manage a huge colony of about 200
cats, at a farm in West Bloomfield. She
has been working closely with the farmer
since July to stop further growth of this
colony. This is an example of the expo-
nential population growth resulting in over
100 kittens born this year alone. Dozens
of very young, socializable kittens have
been removed and placed in our foster
program but many more are still at the
barn and in need of adoption or foster
placement! There are kittens only a few
weeks old, friendly older kittens and adult

|| Caring for Feral and Stray Cats

We receive calls almost every day
asking for help with cat colonies.

A colony is a related group of
cats, sometimes several genera-
tions, living outside, numbering
between 2 and 200+.

Outdoor cats come in 3 flavors:
indoor/outdoor pets have an
owner and a home. A stray cat
is a former pet cat who has lost
their home. A feral cat has
never been handled, was born

outside and avoids people. There
are estimated to be just as ma|
feral and stray cats living outdoots,

as pet cat$i that means tens
thousands, in this aréaral cats
are generally not adoptable as
pet s, canot be
they can be quite friendly with a
person who feeds them fi their
caretaker.  Kittens, if handled
young enough, grow up as
friendly cats and can be adopted.

While traditional humane socie-
ties address the needs of un-
wanted pet cats, Habitat for Cats
serves the neg
of the cat population, the ferals,
ytrapping, and neutering to

prevent reproduction, while stray cats
or young kittens are put up for adop-

tion.

A responsible caretaker is funda-
mental to the success of any feral cat
management program. HFC includes
many compassionate volunteers who
care for colonies, which would other-
wise have no caretaker. They feed,
trap, provide shelter, rescue sick and
injured cats, and advocate for these
colonies, who are often threatened by

competing interests.

Calls to the HFC Hotline number
anywhere from 5-15 calls per day,
says Judy Neumann, Hotline Coor-
dinator. Our busy season, because
